Several .txt data files in the Database folder contain the actual trajectory and heading data of unmanned surface vehicles (USVs) obtained during lake experiments. The filenames correspond to the figure numbers in the paper. Taking Figure12.txt as an example, the data includes the trajectory and heading information of three USVs (USV1, USV2, and USV3) during the lake experiments. Each column in the file corresponds to different data, as follows:
· lon-1, lat-1, heading-1: Represent the longitude, latitude, and heading angle of USV1, respectively.
· lon-2, lat-2, heading-2: Represent the longitude, latitude, and heading angle of USV2, respectively.
· lon-3, lat-3, heading-3: Represent the longitude, latitude, and heading angle of USV3, respectively.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In the Figure14-16.txt data file, Target-lon and Target-lat represent the longitude and latitude positions of the target vessel being pursued, respectively.
The data in the file is likely stored as a comma-separated text file, with each row representing data at a specific time point.
