- target_ICU: Indicates whether the patient requires admission to the Intensive Care Unit (ICU). "YES" means ICU admission is required, while "NO" means it is not required.
 
- DeRitis: The DeRitis ratio (AST/ALT), a measure used to assess the degree of liver damage.
 
- age: The age of the patient, measured in years.
 
- alp: Alkaline phosphatase, measured in units per liter (U/L). It is an enzyme used to evaluate liver and bone function.
 
- alt: Alanine aminotransferase, measured in units per liter (U/L). It is an enzyme used to assess liver function.
 
- aniongap: Anion gap, measured in millimoles per liter (mmol/L). It is used to evaluate electrolyte balance and acid - base status.
 
- ast: Aspartate aminotransferase, measured in units per liter (U/L). It is an enzyme used to assess liver function.
 
- bicarbonate: Bicarbonate concentration, measured in millimoles per liter (mmol/L). It is used to evaluate acid - base balance.
 
- bilirubin_total: Total bilirubin, measured in milligrams per deciliter (mg/dL). It is used to assess liver function.
 
- bun: Blood urea nitrogen, measured in milligrams per deciliter (mg/dL). It is used to evaluate kidney function.
 
- calcium: Calcium concentration, measured in milligrams per deciliter (mg/dL). It is used to assess calcium levels in the blood.
 
- chloride: Chloride concentration, measured in milliequivalents per liter (mEq/L). It is used to evaluate electrolyte balance.
 
- creatinine: Creatinine concentration, measured in milligrams per deciliter (mg/dL). It is used to assess kidney function.
 
- gender: The gender of the patient, indicated as "M" for male and "F" for female.
 
- glucose: Blood glucose concentration, measured in milligrams per deciliter (mg/dL). It is used to assess blood sugar levels.
 
- hematocrit: Hematocrit level, measured as a percentage (%). It indicates the proportion of red blood cells in the blood.
 
- hemoglobin: Hemoglobin concentration, measured in grams per deciliter (g/dL). It is used to assess the oxygen - carrying capacity of the blood.
 
- mch: Mean corpuscular hemoglobin, measured in picograms (pg). It indicates the average amount of hemoglobin per red blood cell.
 
- mchc: Mean corpuscular hemoglobin concentration, measured in grams per deciliter (g/dL). It indicates the average concentration of hemoglobin in red blood cells.
 
- mcv: Mean corpuscular volume, measured in femtoliters (fL). It indicates the average size of red blood cells.
 
- platelet: Platelet count, measured in thousands per microliter (10^3/µL). It is used to assess blood clotting ability.
 
- potassium: Potassium concentration, measured in milliequivalents per liter (mEq/L). It is used to evaluate electrolyte balance.
 
- rbc: Red blood cell count, measured in millions per microliter (10^6/µL). It indicates the number of red blood cells in the blood.
 
- rdw: Red cell distribution width, measured as a percentage (%). It indicates the variability in red blood cell size.
 
- sodium: Sodium concentration, measured in milliequivalents per liter (mEq/L). It is used to evaluate electrolyte balance.
 
- wbc: White blood cell count, measured in thousands per microliter (10^3/µL). It indicates the number of white blood cells in the blood.
 
- category: Indicates the dataset category, such as "Train" or "Test," used for model training and validation purposes.
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
